Mark your calendars: next month all William Penn
students will be taking the Pennsylvania System of
School Assessment tests (PSSA). Testing dates are
March 12-15 for all students in the areas of math
and reading. As parents you are encouraged to make
sure your child is on time for school. We ask that you
do not schedule any appointments for the mornings of
these testing dates. This year the middle school
campus will dismiss all children at 12:00 PM on
March 13™ and 14™ due to PSSA testing. Students
will not be served lunches these two days but will be
provided with a small snack. In April, the PSSA
Part II will be given to all 8" grade students who
will be tested in the areas of writing and science.

While some students will approach PSSA testing with
a high level of comfort, others will approach the
testing with a sense of dread and discomfort.

Between now and the beginning of the testing
window in March, please continue to monitor your
child’s progress in all of his/her classes but
particularly in the core content areas.
